1. Rules 

1.1. Racing will be governed by the rules as defined in the Racing Rules of Sailing (RRS). 
1.2. The Yachting New Zealand Inc Safety Regulations Part 1 shall apply. 
1.3. rule 33 will include an alternate method of 'changing the course'. 
1.4. rule 35 will be extended to say: any boats that have not finished within 15 minutes of the first 

boat, may be scored as DNF. 
2. Eligibility and Entry 

2.1. The regatta is open to all boats of the Laser 4.7, Laser Radial and Laser Standard class 
2.2. Eligible boats may enter by completing the attached form and mailing it, together with the $15 

entry fee, to Panmure Lagoon Sailing Club Inc, C/- The Treasurer, 14 Bryant Place, 
Glendowie, Auckland 1071 or by email: Commodore.plsc@gmail.com and bank direct credit 
by Thursday 12th March. 

2.3. Late entries can be lodged in person at Registration on 15th March at 9:30am. Late entries are 
accepted at the Race Committee's discretion. 

2.4. The regatta is limited to 50 entries. 
2.5. To be eligible to compete in this event each competitor shall be a financial member of a club 

recognised by the competitor’s national authority. 
3. Racing Schedule 

Sunday 15th March: 
Ø 09:00 am - Registration  
Ø 10:15 am - Briefing  
Ø 10:45 am - First warning signal. 5 races back to back. 

4. Sailing instructions 
4.1. The Sailing Instructions will be available upon registration.  

5. Venue 
5.1. The regatta venue is Panmure Lagoon Sailing Club. 
5.2. The racing area is the waters of the Panmure Basin [36.54.3S 174.51E].  

6. Courses to be sailed 
6.1. The courses to be sailed will be triangular windward/leeward.  

7. Penalty System 
7.1. RRS 44.1 is changed so that the two turns penalty is replaced by the one turn penalty. 

8. Scoring 
8.1. Appendix A and the Low-Points scoring system of RRS will apply. 
8.2. Three races will be required to be completed to constitute a series. 

9. Prizes 
9.1. The following prizes will be awarded: prizes for 1st, 2nd and 3rd in Standard, 1st, 2nd and 3rd in 

Radial, 1st in 4.7 as well as 1st Woman and 1st Junior. Spot prizes will be drawn and awarded to 
entrants who are present at the prize giving ceremony, which will be held as soon as possible 
after racing.  

10. Insurance 
10.1. Each participating boat shall be insured with valid marine third-party liability insurance with a 

minimum cover of $1,000,000 per incident or the equivalent.
