1: Rules

1.1
The regatta will be governed by the ‘rules’ as defined in the Racing Rules of Sailing.

1.2
The YNZ Safety Regulations Part 1 shall apply.

2: Changes to Racing Rules

2.1
RRS 29.2.  A General Recall will be as described in the Sailing Instructions.

2.2
RRS 35 and A4.1.   A boat not finished within 20 minutes after the first boat in its class sails the course and finishes will be scored as Did Not Finish.

2.3
Rule 44.   This rule is changed so that the Two Turns Penalty is replaced by a One Turn Penalty.

2.4
Appendix A4.1.   A boat starting later than 10 minutes after its starting signal will be scored as Did Not Start.

2.5      Appendix A9 Scoring will apply for this regatta.

2.6     Appendix T, Arbitration, will apply.

3: Eligibility and Entry

3.1
Eligible classes are:  Firebug, Optimist, P Class, Starling and Open. ( this includes the Bic and any other Class)

3.2
To be eligible to compete in this event, each  helmsperson and crew shall, at the time of registration, be a financial member of a yacht club affiliated to YNZ and be aged as follows:  Youth  - Under 20 years;   Junior - Under 16 years.
